May the glor y  of  the Lord endure forever.  Psalm 104  

     In my “Pastor’s Page” of last month’s Pulse newsletter, I asked all of you, “How can you as an individ-
ual reflect the light of Christ to the world around you?  How do we make a difference in Whatcom County?  
What exactly is our core identity?”  I reflected upon those things a bit in my newsletter article.  Then, 
while leafing through a magazine, I read a reference to Robert Coles, and I remembered a lecture that he 
gave on the campus of my seminary while I was a student.  I think it is a wonderful reminder that often 
children can help us understand how Christians need to bring a different type of living to our world. 
 
     Robert Coles is a distinguished child psychiatrist.  The topic of his lecture had something to do with not 
assuming individuals will behave predictably, and to be open to God working uniquely with each person.  
He told us the story of what is perhaps one of his most famous cases.  Here, in the magazine that I read re-
cently so many years later, he was retelling that same story, saying that it was this case that was responsi-
ble for his conversion to social concerns. 
 
     Way back in the 1950s, Robert Coles went to Biloxi, Mississippi to help African American children live 
through the trauma of integrating into white schools.  Ruby, a little girl in first grade, was the first black 
child to help desegregate her public school in Biloxi, all by herself.  Every day Ruby would walk to school 
guarded by Federal Marshals who escorted her through an angry mob of protestors.  A large car with the 
marshals would pull up in front of the school, and two large marshals, each large and substantial men, 
would take this tiny little slip of a girl into the school among all the shouting, the waving signs, the sneer-
ing, the name-calling, etc. 
 
     Dr. Coles was concerned about Ruby, and about the effect all this hatred would have on the rest of her 
life.  As a psychiatrist, he anticipated she would have trouble eating, trouble sleeping, trouble having a 
“normal” routine.  Every day he interviewed her, and he would ask, “Ruby, how are you sleeping?”  
“Fine,” she replied.  “Then I’ll bet you aren’t eating very well, are you?” he would say.  “I’m eating just 
fine,” she would respond.  He asked a number of things, and her answer was basically, “I’m doing fine.” 
 
     Surely this couldn’t be accurate, he thought.  So he began to interview Ruby’s mother.  “How is Ruby 
doing?”  “She’s doing fine,” the mother stated.  “No, really,” he pursued.  “Is she having nightmares, or 
upset stomach?”  “No, she’s doing fine,” said the mother. 
 
     Dr. Coles went on to interview Ruby’s teacher, asking if there was anything unusual in her school per-
formance or behavior.  “No, she’s doing fine,” the teacher responded.

     Everybody said Ruby was just fine!  Until one day.  The teacher reported to Dr. Coles, “I’ve noticed that Ruby 
seems to be talking to herself when she walks through that angry mob.” 
 
     So Dr. Coles asked Ruby what she was saying as she walked through that angry, hate-filled mob every morning.  
She replied, “I pray for them.  I say what Jesus said: ‘Father, forgive them, they don’t know what they are doing.’” 
 
     Faith like that is the kind of faith that can change the world! 
 
     And just in case you think that Ruby was postponing her trauma until later in life, one of my classmates at semi-
nary asked Dr. Coles what Ruby was now doing as an adult.  “Well, she’s been married for a while and has a couple 
of children.  She has a very responsible job in an office.  She’s very well-adjusted, and has a very normal life.  
She’s…well, she’s fine!” 
 
     May God lead you into new ways of bringing Good News to the world through your words and your actions.  
Amen!

T R E A S U R E R ’ S  R E P O R T   S A L L Y  A L B E R S  

This “July-August” Pulse has a deadline of June 17, so my data for the half-year is incomplete as we go to press. 
Nonetheless I am confident that we are in good shape for the summer months.  Our income through May was sub-
stantially above each of the last two years.  Our general fund income in June (with 2 Sundays yet to go) already 
exceeds the total contributed during June of 2007. All of St. James activities and mission benefit from your open-
hearted generosity. 
Operating expenses, of course, are also up.  We have actual expenditures of $93,000 so far this year and that will 
rise to $106,000 by the end of June.  This will leave the general funds available for our leaner summer months at 
approximately $8,000. Many of you were conscientious stewards in mailing your pledges in while on vacation last 
year. What a pleasure it is to open envelopes with checks, rather than bills! 
Some major improvements have been made to the building recently, funded by our facilities endowment. Jack 
Drury reported complete satisfaction with Bakerview Constructions’ work on replacing our siding on the South 
end of the building. The job was done on time, within budget, and the grounds were tidy at each end of day.  We 
are still planning some interior improvements – notably replacing worn carpets in some of the offices. 
In addition to caring for the building, various members of the congregation have contributed their time and money 
in making the world a better place.  Among additional offerings, I selected the following as inspirational:

More than 854 million people in the world go hungry.  
 
In developing countries nearly 16 million children die every year from preventable and treatable 
causes. Sixty percent of these deaths are from hunger and malnutrition. 
 
In the United States, 11.7 million children live in households where people have to skip meals or eat 
less to make ends meet. That means one in ten households in the U.S. are living with hunger or are 
at risk of hunger. 
 
But we CAN end hunger.  
 
We have the means. The financial costs to end hunger are relatively slight. The United Nations De-
velopment Program estimates that the basic health and nutrition needs of the world's poorest peo-
ple could be met for an additional $13 billion a year. Animal lovers in the United States and Europe 
spend more than that on pet food each year.’
